	Bold Stamps  Using Ink Pad
	Stampin’ Around  Wheels

Insert ink cartridge into handle, then snap in the wheel. Remove the lid of the cartridge (cartridge will slide up to fit snugly against wheel). Ink the wheel on scratch paper first for even distribution of the ink. (Wheels can also be inked using a STAMPIN’ PAD.) With even pressure, roll the wheel across the paper. Create fun, continuous images in seconds!!

	Line Stamping

	Brush Markers

Using brush markers, apply the ink directly to the stamp. “Huff” on the stamp to remoisten the ink and then stamp. Markers also make it possible to omit parts of the stamped image: colour only the part that you want to show!


	Two Step Stamping
Using layering images, ink the larger, bolder stamp with lighter colour. Stamp image. Then, ink the detailed stamp in darker colour and stamp over the first image. This technique creates beautiful, easy stamping in seconds!
